"The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom: a good understand-
ing have all they that do His commandments” Psalms. 111:10

If somebody gave you a
pound every time you
complained and collected
one every time you
showed gratitude would
you be rich or poor? You
say, 'lIf you had my prob-
lems you'd complain too.’
The Bible says: ‘Do all things without
complaining,’ because the more you
complain the worse things get. No-
tice:

Complaining is addictive.

The cycle goes: You've a problem;
you complain and remain stuck in it;
you feel bad, so you complain even
more and you end up with stress, not
solutions. How foolish is that?

Complaining robs you of God's
blessing.

Instead of committing it to God,
you're doubting His wisdom and His
provision. God put twenty-three thou-
sand Israelites to death for doing
that. ‘Do not grumble, as some of
them did - and were killed... These
things were written down as warnings
for us... ‘1Cor 10:10-11. Don't just
check your attitude, change it!

Fivefold ministry

Scriptures: Eph 4:10-16

Dear Beloved People of God...
Greetings to you all in the mighty name of Jesus Christ.

The difference between lakes and rivers is that lakes takes
water and never gives up while rivers keep giving so it's
fresh. Similarly we need to give and contribute or well stink.
We are called for a ministry and we were saved so that we
can serve. The purpose of your salvation is partly incomplete
if you don’t serve. The five offices of the ministry can be
compared to the fingers on the hand.

Ephasians £5:11

Apostle (thumb): The thumb can touch every other finger on the hand; similarly the apostle can do
all the five offices at the same time. The apostle brings balance in the ministry.

Prophet (index finger): The index finger is used for pointing; similarly the prophet gives a specific
word for the individual. The prophet has authority in every word he speaks.

Teacher (little finger): The little finger goes in where no other finger can go in; similarly the teacher
teaches the word for every situation.

The five offices work together as the body of Christ. God has put these offices so that the body can be
edified. We are here so that we can encourage and strengthen one another. There are small things in
life which matter more in life than all the halleluiahs that you do in church. If you are going to live for
yourself than you are limited.
